What is this qualification about? 
To obtain this qualification, the following must be achieved:  
All 7 core competency units and 3 elective competency units. A maximum of one of the three 
required elective units below may be substituted by selecting a relevant unit of competency 
from any Certificate I or II construction qualification or qualification in another endorsed 
training package. 

The unit CPCCOHS1001A Work safely in the construction industry is designed to meet OHS 
regulatory authority requirements for OHS induction and must be achieved before access to any 
building and construction work site. CPCCOHS1001A is a prerequisite for all compulsory OHS 
units in Certificate II and III construction qualifications.

*The unit CPCCOHS1001A - Work safely in the construction industry is a prerequisite for 
CPCCCM1002A – Work effectively and sustainably in the construction industry.  
^CPCCOHS2001A - Apply OHS requirements, policies and procedures in the construction

The Code includes arrangements for workers in the construction qualification to complete the 
approved unit of competency “CPCCOHS1001A - Work safely in the construction industry”.

Skills achieved in this qualification: 
This qualification provides an introduction to the construction industry, its culture, 
occupations, job roles and workplace expectations. The units of competency cover essential 
occupational health and safety requirements, the industrial and work organisation structure, 
communication skills, work planning, and basic use of tools and materials. The qualification 
is built around a basic construction project unit that integrates the skills and embeds the 
facets of employability skills in context. 
 
The qualification is suited to VET in Schools programs or learners with no previous connection to 
the construction industry or relevant employment history. 
 

Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL) and Credit Transfer (CT): 

CAT recognises that some of you already have good technical and other skills and therefore 
may not have to re-learn something you already know. If this is the case, speak to your 
lecturer about applying for RPL. You can also apply for a Credit Transfer if you have 
completed all or part of a similar course. 

 
Opportunities, Career/qualification pathways: 
The Certificate I in Construction gives you the opportunity to learn the basic skills required to 
work in the construction industry. The skills achieved will assist in successfully undertaking a 
Certificate II pre-vocational program and can enable you to pursue an apprenticeship or 
traineeship in the construction industry. 
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The following diagram outlines the various career and qualification pathways for entry into 
and arising from completion of the Certificate I in Construction 
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CAT learners are provided with advice on qualification and career pathways relating to the 
qualification in which they are enrolling at the time of enrolment.  Additional learner support, 
case management and mentoring is available to learners with identified needs. 

CPC10108 Certificate I in Construction is suited to VET in Schools programs or learners with 
no previous connection to the construction industry or relevant employment history. 

There are no specific job outcomes to this qualification, but the skills achieved will assist in 
successfully undertaking a Certificate II prevocational program or job outcome qualification, 
or will facilitate entry into an Australian Apprenticeship. 

The unit CPCCOHS1001A Work safely in the construction industry is designed to meet OHS 
regulatory authority requirements for OHS induction and must be achieved before access to 
any building and construction worksite.  CPCCOHS2001A is a prerequisite for most units in 
the Certificate II and III construction qualifications.
